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10 + 2 (Import Security Filings – ISF) 


The 10 + 2 ruling requires maritime cargo carriers and importers to submit key elements of data before vessels are permitted entry into the USA.  The purpose is to allow the US Customs and Border Protection (CBP) to assess multiple risk factors prior to arrival in the USA.





The implementation date is currently January 26, 2009 with a compliance date to commence January 26, 2010.  Throughout the 12 month period, CBP advised that it will show “restraint” in enforcement.  The CBP does reserve the right of enforcement if the importer is not demonstrating “satisfactory progress” toward compliance. Clean Truck Fee Postponed 


Collection of the Clean truck fee (CTF) assessed by the Port of Los Angeles and Port of Long Beach is delayed pending resolution of outstanding regulatory issues.  The proposed fee is $15.00 per TEU and payment would be required for all trucks entering the specified port terminals.





The intent is for the CTF to provide grants to fund the purchase of new, clean trucks as part of the Clean Trucks Program.  This program outlines a port objective to reduce air pollution and emissions 45 percent by 2012.





Mexico Cuts Tariffs on Industrial Products


Mexico plans to cut tariffs on up to 5,000 different classifications of capital goods and industrial imports between 2009 and 2012.  It represents an attempt to lower costs for Mexican manufacturers affected by the world wide recession.  The cuts are aimed specifically at the maquiladora factories that assemble goods near the USA border, using components imported from the USA and then re-export higher-value-added products back to the United States.





Vancouver Port Strike


The Port of Vancouver faces a strike in upcoming weeks if a new agreement can not be reached by its participants.  Negotiations continue, though no agreements have been reached to date.  At this time, carriers have suspended service via Vancouver.
