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10 + 2 (Import Security Filings – ISF) 





Full enforcement of the Importer Security Filing and Additional Carrier Requirements (commonly known as 10 + 2) will be January 26, 2010.  





Failure to comply with the new rule could ultimately result in monetary penalties, increased inspections and delay in cargo.  The US Customs Border and Protection (CBP) may issue fines of $5,000.00 per violation for the submission of inaccurate, incomplete and/or untimely filing.  ISF importers must provide the information, in writing no later than 24 hours before the cargo is laden aboard a vessel destined to the United States.  It is the accountability of the importer to submit the Importer Filing Information (ISF) to UFO.





To meet the now enforceable regulations, UFO will require the information for each ocean import 72 hours prior to departure.  Penalties due to non-compliance will be for the account of the importer.


 


The purpose of ISF allows the CBP to assess multiple risk factors prior to arrival of cargo to the USA.





The initial implementation date was January 26, 2009 with a full compliance date to commence January 26, 2010.  Throughout the 12 month period, CBP showed “restraint” in enforcement.  The CBP reserved the right of enforcement if the importer did not demonstrate “satisfactory progress” toward compliance. For your convenience, UFO is providing an ISF form to be completed and presented to UFO 72 hours before the vessel departure.  Again, enforcement begins January 26 and non-compliance will be for the account of US importer. 
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
