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EU 24-Hour Advanced Manifest Rule





On January 1, 2011 the 27 members of the European Union (EU) will implement its version of the “24-hour rule”.  Entry Summary Declarations (ENS) must be submitted to European customs 24 hours prior to the vessel’s departure from the originating port (i.e.  USA).  The primary objective is for the EU to complete a risk assessment before goods arrive at the EU port.


Q&A


Does airfreight require an ENS, too?  = YES - Airlines are required to submit the ENS four (4) hours before arrival at the first EU airport.





Who is responsible?  Though all parties to the transaction have accountability, the carrier is ultimately responsible for lodging an accurate and timely ENS.





Who is the “CARRIER” – the carrier is responsible for the physical transport of the goods to the EU (i.e. steamship line or airline)





What is the role of the 1st EU customs office? – The customs office at the first port of call after departure from country outside the EU registers the ENS, assigns a Movement Reference Number (MRN) and performs a risk analysis.  Also, has authority to issue “DO NOT LOAD” directive.





What data elements are required by the supplier for the carrier to submit the ENS? 


Name/address of shipper and consignee – If “TO ORDER” must provide notify party


Container and seal number 


Goods description 


First six (6) digits of HTS code (Harmonized Tariff System)


Number of packages & packaging type 


Gross weight


US Dangerous good information (where applicable)


Method of payment





What about imports via Europe?  The ruling affects goods destined to or relaying at European ports. (i.e.  An import to the USA originating South Africa, moving via Antwerp would be required to meet the parameters of the 24-hour EU ruling.)





How does this affect me? – Prompt presentation of documents to UFO is critical to ensure compliance!  











Enable electronic submission of security data from a single filer 


Create a uniform set of data (for all EU Member States) – information to be exchanged between Member States
