Several steamship lines have implemented a worldwide “NO DOCS/NO LOAD” policy  regarding documents.  Timely receipt of shipper’s documents will ensure UFO is able to generate the proper steamship line documentation and reduce the risk of fines and/or delayed shipments.





July 1, 2005 - Fuel Charge Increases


In response to fluctuating fuel prices, several steamship carriers have announced July 1 increases to ocean freight by implementing and/or increasing an Interim Fuel Participation (IFP) or Bunker Adjustment Factor (BAF).  Nearly all areas of the world will be affected by the increase.
