DOMINICAN REPUBLIC – CENTRAL AMERICAN – FREE TRADE AGREEMENT


The Dominican Republic-Central American-United States Free Trade Agreement, known by the acronym CAFTA-DR or simply CAFTA, includes member states: Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua, and United States of America.  The Agreement seeks to reduce trade barriers and also provides an outline for reforms to the legal and business environment.  CAFTA-DR is expected to take effect on January 01, 2006, however Costa Rica has not yet approved the agreement.  New requirements regarding Certificates of Origin should be anticipated pending ratification by Costa Rica.

It has come to our attention that several consignees are requesting copies of the U.S. Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED) for their shipments.  According to the Code of Federal Regulations (15 CFR 30.91), U.S. shippers and their selected agents are prohibited from sharing the Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED).
